This compost is distributed to citizens though a biannual lottery, held in spring and autumn(announcements will be made in "Koho
Anjo", the City's News Booklet).

Usage Guidelines for compost:
| Dosage and Application | When mixed with soil, use within approximately 20% of the total volume.

| Note: | The compost does not contain high levels of fertilizer components such as nitrogen, phosphorus, or potassium.
Please supplement with additional fertilizers as necessary based on the specific needs of the plants.
Furthermore, please exercise caution when applying the compost with pH-adjusting agents such as calcium oxide,
as the compost is mildly alkaline.

¥This compost can be used as a soil amendment.
